COUNCIL
The Council convenes annually in a plenary session of about one 
week’s duration. Following an introductory general debate, the 
Session considers proposals pul forward by Council members, by 
lhe Council of Ministers (q.v.) or national governments. The Session 
also follows up the outcome of past decisions and the work of the 
various Nordic inslilutions.

The Council comprises 87 members, elected annually by and 
from the parliaments of lhe respective countries (Denmark 16 
members; Faeroes 2; Greenland 2, Finland 18; Aland 2; Iceland 7; 
Norway 20; Sweden 20). The various parlies are proportionately 
represented in accordance with their representation in the national 
parliaments.

The Council initiates and follows up co-operative efforts among 
the Nordic countries It does this by issuing recommendations and 
statements of position to the Council of Ministers and the respective 
governments.
