The plenary shall establish a Subgroup with the following remit: 
to discuss and explore the issues
to report on progress to the Review Plenary

- Rights and Safeguards
- Confidence Issues

- Future Arrangements for Northern Ireland (Strand 1)
- Future North/South Arrangements (Strand 2)
- Future East/West Arrangements (Strand 3)

The Subgroup should be chaired by the Plenary Chairman and his 
alternate. It should be comprised of two persons per participant with 
one/two backup person(s). The Subgroup may establish working groups 
to conduct theme discussions in greater depth.

As well as being organised by Strand agenda the issues should be 
grouped by theme as follows.

8. Discussion shall be conducted “in good faith” on the basis of 
“without prejudice”. No commitment should be required from 
participants for agreement; without ruling out the possibility for 
agreement if agreement is forthcoming.
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10. The Subgroup should be able to move in and out of “Strand” 
mode; to meet in conjunction with the Strands, for example meetings of 
the Subgroup in the mornings and meetings of the Strands in the 
afternoon for more detailed discussion on the basis of progress made in 
the morning session; to refer matters to the Strands for more detailed 
discussion.

9. The Subgroup Chairmen should take the soundings of the Sub­
committee as to general agreement and identify areas of disagreement. 
Areas of agreement and disagreement should be checked with each 
party subsequently.
