Yostcrday's meeting of party 
leaders was their first face-to-face 
encounter slnco the troubled 
Brooko talks hogan six wcoks ago 

and then got bogged down In 
cross-party squabbling and pro­
cedural disputes. 

Tho deadlock ended suddenly 
yesterday after Dublin, respond• 
Ing to hotline overtures from the 
Secretary of State, signalled Its 
wlllingness to restore agreed 
venues to standing orders for the 
North-South strand of talks. 

Unionists had protested on 
Tuesday that Dublin had omitted 
the venues, Including Stormont, 
from a document which the par­
ties had already agreed with Mr 
Brooke.
